Happy Easter!  Fr. An Duy and I would like to wish all of you a 
blessed and happy Easter.  It has been our prayer for each of you 
through your Lenten journey to encounter the incredible love and 
mercy of our Lord Jesus for you.  May you be filled with the joy of 
Christôs Resurrection and understand that Jesus has won Salvation for 
you and wants nothing more than to help us with His grace to live this 
life in preparation for Eternal Life with Him in Heaven! 
 

I again invite all of our married couples in Our Catholic Family of Par-
ishes to please save the date of Saturday, April 17th.  On that Satur-
day, we will be hosting a Marriage Enrichment Day at the Nissen Win-
ery near Bow Valley.  It will be a relaxing and enjoyable day for mar-
ried couples to experience some talks  / reflections and discussions to 
help them enrich their marriage and encounter the goodness that God 
so desires for you within your marriage.  More information will be 
forthcoming but for now please save the date! 
 

Johnôs Gospel ends as it began, with the question: where does Jesus 
dwell? Immediately after His Baptism by John the Baptist in the Jor-
dan, Jesus noticed two of the Baptistôs disciples following Him. He 
said to them, ñWhat are you looking for?ò They replied, ñRabbi, where 
are You staying?ò Jesus said to them, ñCome, and you will seeò (John 
1: 38ï39). Now at the end, after His death and burial, Mary of Mag-
dala goes to the tomb while it is still dark to visit this final earthly 
dwelling place of Jesus. Seeing that the tomb is empty, she finds Si-
mon Peter and the disciple whom Jesus loved, and says to them, 
ñThey have taken the Lord from the tomb, and we donôt know where 
they put Him. òPeter and the other disciple run to the tomb. Peter 
enters first and sees the burial cloths there, and the ñcloth that had 
covered the head, not with the burial cloths but rolled up in a sepa-
rate placeò. The other disciple follows Peter into the tomb; he sees 
and believes. John adds that they did not yet understand the Scrip-
tures that Jesus had to rise from the dead. 
 

The climax of the Easter Gospel and the essence of its implications for 
us lie in the statement ñhe saw and believed.ò Coming to believe in 
the Risen Lord is the purpose and the point of the entire Gospel: 
ñNow Jesus did many other signs in the presence of His disciples that 
are not written in this book. But these are written that you may come 
to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through 
this belief you may have life in His nameò (John 20: 30ï31). John 
wants us to identify with the two disciples who ask Jesus, ñWhere are 
You staying?ò He also wants us to identify with the ñbeloved discipleò 
who runs to see where Jesus is so that we, like him, will see and 
come to believe. The end of Johnôs Gospel begins our encounter with 
the Risen Lord. 
 

The ñsignò that leads the beloved disciple to believe is the cloth that 
had covered the head of Jesus. John is the only Evangelist who men-
tions this cloth, so we know it is significant in his narrative. The disci-
ple, upon seeing it, very likely connects its meaning with the head 
cloth that Moses put aside when he ascended to speak face to face 
with God (Exodus 34: 33ï35). Now the beloved disciple realizes with 
an intuitive leap of faith that Jesus, One greater than Moses, has as-
cended to be face to face with God in glory. Jesus no longer dwells in 
a tomb; He is alive and has gone to dwell with the Father as He had 
promised. In the following episodes John then relates how the com-
munity of disciples comes to believe that Jesus has also kept His 
promise to return to be with them through the Spirit.  It is now possi-
ble through faith to dwell where Jesus dwells, in God. 
 

Was the head cloth that the beloved disciple saw proof that Jesus 
rose from the dead and had ascended to the Father in glory? Of 
course not. However, for him it was a sign, like the other signs of the 
Gospel, that could lead to belief. A sign that leads to faith or to a 
deeper faith in the Risen Lord is unique for each of us: the head cloth 
led the beloved disciple to believe, but not Peter. For one of us, it 
may be hearing the Gospel or homily on Easter Sunday. For another it 
may be the experience of seeing a spring flower or listening to a par-
ticular song.  What is needed on our part is unconditional commit-
ment and openness in seeking truth: ñWhoever lives the truth comes 
to the lightéò 
 

Each of us is called to believe and to become a beloved disciple. Each 
of us is called to dwell where Jesus dwells and to have life in His 
name. For this gift of Godôs love we are grateful, and in this faith we 
can celebrate Easter with hope and joy. 

The Gospel this Sunday also tells us how Mary Magdalene, finding the 
tomb empty, runs to the Apostles to tell them, ñThey have taken the 
Lord from the tombé.ò It is a Gospel that begins in the pre-dawn 
darkness with Mary Magdalene going to Jesusô tomb as a mourner. 
She then becomes upset and is seemingly panicking because the 
tomb is empty and her first thought is that someone took the body of 
Jesus. Finally when she returns to the tomb with Peter and John and 
they enter into it, she, along with Peter and John, understand that 
Jesus has Risen. 
 

We hear of the Resurrection not only on Easter Sunday but also 
throughout the Easter Season. Itôs important for us to realize that 
when the tomb was discovered to be empty the immediate response 
was not that of the Halleluiah Chorus. They were still mourning and 
the intensity of their sadness blurred the glory that was before them. 
When the glory of the Risen Lord finally tore through the sadness, 
they recognized the Risen Lord, and that was when the shouts of 
Alleluia came forth from them. 
 

We have just completed Lent and now begin our celebration of East-
er. Our journey might have led us through moments of sorrow as we 
took a closer look at our lives and became more aware of things we 
need to change.  And we might even have experienced moments of 
disappointment as our plans for personal renewal didnôt always work 
out. Lent is now behind us, and itôs time for us to allow the awesome 
presence of our Risen Lord to break through anything in our lives that 
stands in the way and fill us with joy. For the disciples and Apostles, 
Easter was a new beginning. They began to understand the fuller 
meaning of many of the teachings and miracles of Jesus. The Risen 
Lord spent forty days with them during which they grew in faith, hope 
and love. At the time of His Ascension He told them to wait and pray 
in Jerusalem. They did, and on the tenth day they experienced the 
power of the Holy Spirit on Pentecost. 
 

It would benefit us if we were to avoid the tendency to look at Easter 
as merely the end of Lent, rather may we see it as a new beginning in 
our journey of faith! It is a time for us to celebrate the resurrection of 
Jesus and His continued presence in our lives. We have forty days 
until Ascension Thursday and fifty days to Pentecost. These two cele-
brations are days that we should look forward to and be driven to by 
the joy of Easter. As we continue to hear Alleluia in songs, antiphons 
and refrains allow them to echo within us. The Easter Season is a 
season of blessing, for us to celebrate with joy all that we come 
through during Lent and the newness in our lives that begins at East-
er. 
 

The grace of the Easter Season can remove sadness from our hearts, 
doubts from our minds and complacency from our souls. It is a grace 
that can replace these with joy, renewed faith and a new zeal. The 
blessings of this season are being poured out on us. All we need do is 
to open ourselves to receive them and stake claim on the power of 
the Risen Lord in our life today. We are loved by God and embracing 
the Risen Lord is accepting this love. May we experience the love and 
joy of the Risen Lord and cry out in our hearts and with our voices, 
ñAlleluia! Jesus is Risen.ò 
 

Last weekend I shared how I was recently asked, ñWhatôs the 
most important thing you know?ò  This same question was asked 
to a group of high school students.  The responses were quite 
telling.  I challenged you to ask yourself this same question dur-
ing Holy Week.   
 

I said the responses from the high school students were telling. 
Out of about 30 some students, 2 said the most important thing 
they know is that Jesus died for us. Another 2 students said the 
most important thing they know is that Jesus rose from the dead 
for us. 
 

The Resurrection gives us a fuller meaning of what God desires 
for us.  Easter/the Resurrection should be a new beginning of our 
journey of faith.
