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Jesus tells His disciples in this passage from the Last Supper 
Discourse that now He is glorified, and God is glorified in Him 
and will soon glorify Him further. Jesus says that He will be 
with them only a little while longer. Then Jesus gives them a 
new commandment: ñAs I have loved you, so you also should 
love one another.ò This is the sign whereby people will be 
able to recognize disciples of Jesus ï their love for one 
another!  Do people recognize that in us as disciples of Jesus 
ï our love for one another? 
 

The word ñgloryò appears about 375 times in the Old 
Testament and about 175 times in the New. The key to 
grasping its elusive meaning is to understand that, like a 
sacramental sign, its purpose is to create or to deepen our 
personal relationship. ñThe heavens declare the glory of God 
é all the earth is filled with gloryò It is possible, however, for 
an individual to express deep awe in the presence of the 
beauty of the heavens and the earth, yet not recognize the 
beauty as a gift of Godôs glory. For its inter-personal meaning 
to be realized, glory (like a Sacrament) must at the same 
time be objectively given and subjectively received. To 
recognize the glory of the Divine presence in gratitudeðnow 
doubling the meaning of the termðis to give glory to God. 
 

Johnôs Gospel tells us the Good News that Jesus is the 
complete human manifestation of Godôs presence among us: 
He is the glory or sacramental sign of the Divine presence. 
John structures his Gospel around seven major signs or 
expressions of divine glory: changing water to wine at the 
wedding feast (ñJesus did this as the beginning of His signs in 
Cana in Galilee and so revealed His glory, and His disciples 
began to believe in Himò; cure of the nobleôs son; cure of the 
paralytic; feeding the multitude with bread; showing power 
over the sea; giving sight to the blind man; raising Lazarus 
from death. Through these signs some began to recognize 
the Divine presence in Him. Others, however, remained blind 
and did not perceive these events as the presence of Godôs 
glory. 
 

In His farewell address, Jesus speaks of the eighth event that 
will be the summary and climax of the seven previous signs. 
This will happen when He is lifted up for all to see, giving 
Himself in love even to death on a cross. This sign is the 
ultimate revelation that God is loveðthe complete expression 
of Godôs glory. God is thus manifested, or glorified, in Him. 
Jesus on the cross declares the supreme glory of God to be 
love. God then glorifies Him through resurrection. 
 

The Last Supper context of todayôs passage reminds us that 
now in every time and place, the Risen Lord extends the 
eighth sign of Divine love through the Eucharist. The bread 
and wine do not hide, but express the glory of Christðthe 
Sacrament of His giving Himself to us out of love just as He 
gave Himself to us on the cross. Only through the seeing of 
faith can we recognize the glory manifested as Jesus gives 
Himself on the cross and now gives Himself to us as bread 
and wine. 
 

It is no surprise to discover that Jesus asks all who believe in 
Him to do what He has done to manifest Godôs glory. If we 
love others as He has loved us, if we become bread and wine 
for others, what we say and what we do become expressions 
of Divine glory and signs of the Divine presence. Through 
love that we give, people will know that we are disciples of 
Jesus. And perhaps in our age of disbelief, through the 
miracle of love, people may begin to believe in the Divine 
presence, though before this, they had not perceived the 

heavens and the whole earth to be filled with Divine glory. 
 

One of my favorite books in the Bible is Acts of the Apostles 
and so I always enjoy the readings from the Acts during the 
Masses of the Easter season. With a spirit of great optimism 
and faith the Acts remind us that the early Church managed 
to spread the Good News of Christôs life, death, and 
resurrection across the Mediterranean in spite of seemingly 
insuperable odds. The impact of this result is expressed in the 
flow of St. Lukeôs words in the Acts of the Apostles which we 
hear at Mass today: 
 

ñAfter Paul and Barnabas had proclaimed the Good News to 
that city and made a considerable number of discipleséThey 
strengthened the spirits of the disciples and exhorted them to 
persevere in the faithéThey appointed elders for them in 
each church andéwith prayer and fasting, commended them 
to the Lord éThen they traveled through Pisidia and reached 
Pamphylia. After proclaiming the word at Perga they went 
down to AttaliaéThey were commended to the grace of God 
for the work they had accomplishedéthey called the church 
together and reported what God had done with them and 
how He had opened the door of faith to the Gentilesò. 
 

These verses almost fall over each other in an effort to show 
how much the Spirit was with the Apostles and the early 
disciples and missionaries of the Gospel. They are indeed 
trueðthe peaceful spread of Christianity and its enduring 
power through the centuries is a strong testimony to its 
truthðyet stepping back for a moment one realizes that not 
everything was coming up roses in those early days. 
 

Disputes within the fledgling Church itself, such as the 
situation which led to the appointment of the first deacons, 
show us that the living Body of Christ is both a perfect Divine 
reality and a flawed human one. Paulôs conversion reminds us 
that he was a fierce persecutor of Christians before that 
moment of transformation, and that persecution of the 
faithful on account of the Gospel continued throughout this 
era. The hostile reception accorded to the Good News in 
some places narrated in the Acts of the Apostles, such as 
when Paul presented his teaching on Jesus and the 
resurrection in the Areopagus of Athens, reflects our modern 
culture and the attitudes it often bears which are opposed to 
Christian belief and morality. 
 

Keeping all of this in mind, we can reflect constructively on 
the situation in which we find ourselves today. One often 
hears that ñthings arenôt like they used to beò, or that ñyoung 
people are not interested in the faithò. In reality such 
challenges to growth and vitality have always been with the 
Church as it seeks to spread the news of our Easter joy to the 
ends of the earth. 
 

Going back to todayôs Gospel reading, we hear our Lord 
saying to His Apostles: ñI give you a new commandment: 
love one another. As I have loved you, so you also should 
love one another. This is how all will know that you are My 
disciples, if you have love for one anotherò. With this 
commandment in mind, we move forward firm in our hope 
and faith that no matter what obstacles or failings we may 
encounter, the Risen One in Whom we believe, has 
triumphed over all and will impart to us every gift we need to 
persevere and to bring to completion the good work His 
followers began so many centuries ago in the Acts of the 
Apostles.  Keep the Faith!
